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Love. It is a fickle thing. One minute love give wings; the next it’s like wearing concrete boots.
This sentimental fleeting emotion is often celebrated in society. The outward expression
emphasized more than the actual heart posture. “Love” opens doors, gets us in trouble, makes us
feel invincible and often devastates the lover. 

Love might be something we “just do”, but it isn’t something that God does. It is the essence of
who He is. 1 John 4:7-8 declares that all love comes from God and that, in fact, God IS love. He
sent His son to make a way for us to come to Him. This is real love. He created a path and began to
call us to Him. “I have loved you, My people, with an everlasting love. With unfailing love I have
drawn you to Myself“ Jeremiah 31:3.

When I was in my first year of Air Traffic Control training, I was assigned a trainer. A person
responsible for molding and shaping me into a safe, effective controller. We spent an extraordinary
amount of time running drills, memorizing airport information, studying ATC language, creating
patterns and routine over and over to develop muscle memory. Together we created new and
innovative training practices. He invited me to a training off site. Shortly, he traded my trust for
his own desires. I’d sooner poke my eye out with a hot fork than let Lianna die for this man (we
will discuss about forgiveness later). 

God did exactly this though. He sent His son to die for people who used Him, betrayed Him, and
slandered His name. Romans 5:8 says “But God demonstrates His own love for us in this: while we
were still sinners, Christ died for us.” Love acts, love sacrifices, love pursues even when rejected.
Give thanks to the Lord for He is good. His love endures forever Psalm 136:1.

Do you want to know the strategy? Love. We do not fight. We love. Love the Lord your God with all
your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind...Love your neighbor as yourself. Matt
22:37,39.
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TO OCCUPY
Most of you know, I teach the kids

My behavior and failure has been
forefront in the time when God
should have been the sole focus.

I’ve specifically
been learning of my own. A wise
woman told me to “get the focus
off myself”. In context, she was
interpreting a dream, but the
statement can be applied to many
aspects of life.
